Our children will now be even 
safer…  
One area our Health & Safety Audit identified as hig h 
priority, is the car park and pedestrians.  As many  of 
you know from previous messages there have 
unauthorised vehicles coming on to the site where 
there is a real risk of injury to children and adul ts who 
are not expecting moving traffic.  Temporarily lock ing 
the gates during the school day has improved this, 
but it has not completely solved the issue.  The go od 
news is that we have now been able to secure a 
contract to automate one entrance with an electric 
barrier and also install one way ramps at the exit 
which will be installed over the next few weeks.   

The main change for drivers will be the reversing o f 
the traffic flow to allow this to be installed cost  
effectively.  Once the barrier is in place, staff a nd 
authorised visitors’ vehicles will need to drive up  
Durvelin Close.  To exit the site, vehicles will leav e by 
Purtingay Close. Please note attempting to come in 
over the new ramps may cause vehicular damage for 
which the school will not accept responsibility. 

The barrier will be down throughout the school day.   
Should anyone need to legitimately come onto site 
there will be an intercom facility for contacting t he 
school office who may then open the barrier. For 
example visitors who are registered disabled or for  
school delivery lorries may need access.  For those  
visiting the school beyond the school day i.e befor e 
8:15 or after 4:00 the barrier will be fully open.
